Often we get “ideas” by observation of other’s works of art, crafts, recipes, etc. It is very important to give credit to
those individuals or companies who have created materials, resources, logos, trademarks, photographs, etc. that
you may want to incorporate into a 4-H exhibit for a county fair. In many cases requesting permission can do this.



The section below provides a sample letter, which you should modify to meet your particular need. This
permission is needed when an item made by you is going to be on public display. Getting permission to use
someone’s work often takes a long time. Act today.

You will want to send two copies of your letter to the person or company from whom you are requesting
permission. They will keep one copy and return the other to you. You should also send a self-addressed, pre-
stamped, envelope to aid in their convenience to respond to you. Remember they do not have to grant you
permission, but if you explain fully how you plan to use their work, they are more likely to grant
permission.

It is important to remember that giving credit to someone else is very important in any area of your work. In written
papers, it may be through the use of footnotes; with exhibit items, credit and permission are included in the
accompanying folders. As you put your ideas together, be sure to keep a list of where you get your ideas. If it is a
book, magazine, or other printed material, include the name of the publication, the issue, volume, year, and page
number from which it was taken. This type of documentation supports your efforts to give credit to the original
individual or source.

Remember, when in doubt, ask permission.
